ÃÖÓ./               It has been brought to the notice of this Directorate that the Surveyors of the Mercantile Marine Department while conducting Safety Equipment Surveys during the first entry surveys / safety equipment surveys flag State inspection are insisting on replacement of fire extinguishers to Indian make and also DGS approval for the fire fighting equipments that exists on board the ship.  
The issue has been examined in this Directorate and the Chief Surveyor with the Government of India hereby issues the following directions:
(1)  Fire Fighting Equipments including portable fire extinguishers that exists while the ship is being registered under Indian flag are required to have documentary evidence of having approval of Administration or classification society, who is a member of the IACS and the fire fighting equipment is approved in accordance with the relevant provision of the SOLAS 74 as amended and relevant provision of the FSS Code and applicable IMO Assembly Resolution.  
(2)  All fire extinguishers are required to have 100 % spare charges, Shipping companies are required to ensure that the refill of the same make are available on board ship.
(3)  Any subsequent fire fighting appliances placed or installed on board the ship in India shall have the type approval as stated in Para (1), however limited to the IACS member approved by the Indian Administration or by equipments manufactured in India and having Directorate General of Shipping’s approval.
