	Subject: Merchant Shipping (Fire Appliances) Rules 1969/1990 - Requirement of 
             fire hydrant of size less than 65mm diameter.

	 
            It is observed that a number of Indian flag ships are fitted with fire main hydrants of less than 65 mm diameter, and the shipping companies are approaching the Directorate for the issuance of exemption for continuing to operate the vessel fitted with the less than 65 mm diameter hydrants. 
            In view of the above, it is advised that requirements as specified in SOLAS CH.II-2 Reg. 10.2 and M.S. FFA Rules 1969/1990, as applicable, with respect to fire hydrants may be complied with.
            This issues with the approval of Chief Surveyor with Govt. of India cum Addl. Director General of Shipping (Eng).
