Subject: Uniformity in mandatory servicing of LSA, Navigational and Radio Communication equipments 
The periodical servicing/testing of Life Saving Appliances (LSA), Navigational (Nav) Equipments and Distress & Safety Radio Communication (DSRC) Equipments is mandatory as per applicable provisions of the MS (Life Saving Appliances) Rules, 1991 (as amended), MS (Safety of Navigation) Rules, 1997 (as amended) and MS (Distress and Safety Radio Communication) Rules, 1995 (as amended) respectively, in line with requirements of SOLAS 1974 Convention (as amended).

In partial supersession of all earlier instructions/circulars in this regard, the competent authority hereby prescribes mandatory servicing/testing of required LSA, Nav and DSRC Equipments as follows –

“Such servicing /testing may be preferably carried out by the original equipment manufacturer’s (OEM’s) authorized service technicians. However, if such service/testing is provided by a non OEM representative then it needs to be carefully carried out under the direct supervision of surveyor(s) from the Mercantile Marine Department or the Recognized Organization.  All servicing/testing of subject equipments are to be carried out at Directorate General of Shipping approved service provider’s premises in accordance with the applicable guidelines.” 

This issues with the approval of the Director General of Shipping.
