	Training Institutes conducting the training of Trainee Marine Engineers (TMEs) have requested this Directorate to allow the TMEs to sail on ships in order to gain experience on board a ship and to fulfill the requirement of the training. The Director General of Shipping & Ex. Officio Addl. Secretary to Govt. of India has favourably considered the request of training colleges and hereby permits the TMEs to sail on board ships as Supenumeraries provided the following requirements are fulfilled.
1. The training institutes will obtain prior permission from PO, MMD(Mumbai/Calcutta/Chennai) for each TME, individually, in the prescribed proforma enclosed to this circular. The PO, MMD, will process each application and ensure that trainee is being placed on a ship, in order to fulfill the reqirements of the training course and will, on completion of training on board the ship, rejoin the training institute to complete the balance period of training and appear for the exams.
2. The ship owner/agent, on whose ship the TME will sail as supernumerary, will submit concurrence for TME to join the ship as Supernumerary. The Ship owner/agent will give an undertaking that the TME is not a part of the regular crew.
3. The guardian/parent of the TME will issue no objection Certificate (NOC) for the TME to sail as Supernumerary to the Principle Officer, MMD.
4. The ship owner/agent will certify that adequate life saving appliances are available on board ship for the trainee to sail as supernumerary. 
5. The ship owner/agent will also certify that adequate accommodation is available on board the ship for the TME to sail as Supernumerary.
6. The TME will have to necessarily undergo the familiarization and basic safety training courses as per the STCW Code (Chapter VI) before joining the ship and copy of the certificate will be enclosed to the proforma in order to obtain permission from, MMD.
